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Cities, Communities, and Corridors

Sounds of American History Summer 2008 Workshop

Idea Center, 1375 Euclid Avenue, Cleveland, Ohio

June 16-27 and July 28-August 8, 2008

Introduction

This two-week workshop is designed to provide a forum for exploring “cities, communities, and corridors” through the lens of the Cleveland metropolitan region.  The focus will be on “reading landscapes” and investigating the region through “reading the landscape” (downtown, neighborhoods, and suburbs, as well as ethnic and racial landscapes) and analyzing the “sounds of Cleveland” (using a rich selection of the recorded speeches delivered at the Cleveland City Club).  The workshop will offer lectures, discussions, and guided tours covering topics ranging from immigration and ethnicity, public art and public memory, to suburban landscapes.  Reading discussions will reflect on scholarly examinations of topics pertinent to situating Cleveland in a national context.  In addition, the workshop offers training in several skill sets (both technology and content identification) designed to enhance the pedagogical uses of sound in teaching American history.  The workshop also includes ample independent work time and culminates in electronic sound/image presentations.

Expectations

In order to receive your full stipend and, if applicable, graduate credit for the workshop, you will be asked to do the following:  

1. Be present for the entirety of the 10-day workshop.

2. Sign up for and attend a 30-minute Omeka upload session on the Thursday of the second week.  Note: Lunch is not provided during the second week, but a one-hour lunch break will enable you to go off campus.  

3. Make at least 10 sound clips from World War II oral histories using InterClipper, giving each a topic blurb, brief content annotation, and one or more codes drawn from a code scheme that we will make available.  

4. Prepare a unit plan (either a new one or an intervention in an existing one) that focuses on one of the noted themes covered by the digitized City Club speeches you will analyze and clip in the second week.

5. Create a PowerPoint presentation (in a team of two) that focuses on whichever theme you choose for your unit plan.  

Graduate credit:  If you seek graduate credit, we expect that, in addition to fulfilling the above requisites, you will prepare a three-page, double-spaced, typed essay in which you write a brief overview of one of the themes covered by the available City Club speeches presented in  the workshop (drawing on appropriate printed and electronic sources).
